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Item 1.01. Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement.

On May 11, 2021, Axonics, Inc. (the “Company™) entered into an underwriting agreement (the “Underwriting Agreement”) with BofA Securities,
Inc., Piper Sandler & Co. and SVB Leerink LLC, as representatives of the several underwriters named therein (the “Underwriters”), relating to an
underwritten public offering (the “Offering”) of 3,500,000 shares of the Company’s common stock, par value $0.0001 per share (the “Common Stock™).
The public offering price was $50.00 per share of Common Stock, and the Underwriters agreed to purchase the Common Stock pursuant to the
Underwriting Agreement at a price of $47.25 per share of Common Stock. Under the terms of the Underwriting Agreement, the Company also granted to
the Underwriters an option, exercisable in whole or in part at any time for a period of 30 days from the date of the Underwriting Agreement, to purchase up
to an additional 525,000 shares of Common Stock from the Company at a price of $47.25 per share of Common Stock, which option was exercised in full
prior to the closing of the Offering. The Offering closed on May 14, 2021.

The Offering was made pursuant to an effective shelf registration statement on Form S-3 (Registration No. 333-238064) and a related prospectus
supplement filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission (the “SEC”) on May 11, 2021. A copy of the legal opinion of K&L Gates LLP relating to
the legality of the issuance and sale of the shares of Common Stock in the Offering is filed herewith as Exhibit 5.1 hereto.

The net proceeds to the Company from the Offering, including from the exercise by the Underwriters of their option to purchase additional shares
as described above, were approximately $189.9 million, after deducting underwriting discounts and commissions and other estimated offering expenses
payable by the Company.

The Underwriting Agreement contains customary representations, warranties and agreements by the Company, customary conditions to closing,
indemnification obligations of the Company and the Underwriters, including for liabilities under the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, other obligations
of the parties and termination provisions. In addition, subject to certain exceptions, the Company and its executive officers and directors have agreed not to
sell or otherwise dispose of any of the shares of Common Stock or securities convertible into or exchangeable or exercisable for any shares of Common
Stock held by them for a period ending 60 days after the date of the Underwriting Agreement without first obtaining the written consent of BofA Securities,
Inc.

The foregoing description of the terms of the Underwriting Agreement does not purport to be complete and is subject to, and qualified in its
entirety by reference to, the Underwriting Agreement, which is filed herewith as Exhibit 1.1 and is incorporated herein by reference.

The representations, warranties and covenants contained in the Underwriting Agreement were made only for purposes of such agreement and as of
specific dates, were solely for the benefit of the parties to such agreement, and may be subject to limitations agreed upon by the contracting parties.
Accordingly, the Underwriting Agreement is incorporated herein by reference only to provide investors with information regarding the terms of the
Underwriting Agreement, and not to provide investors with any other factual information regarding the Company or its business, and should be read in
conjunction with the disclosures in the Company’s periodic reports and other filings with the SEC.

the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, and, to the Company’s knowledge, there are no
reasonable grounds for the same. There has not been any violation of applicable law or regulation by the Company or its subsidiaries
in their product development, submissions or reports to any regulatory authority that could reasonably be expected to require
investigation, corrective action or enforcement action, except where such violation would not, singly or in the aggregate, reasonably
be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect.

(x1) Health Care Authorizations. The Company and its subsidiaries have submitted and possesses, or qualify for applicable
exemptions to, such valid and current registrations, listings, approvals, clearances, licenses, certificates, authorizations or permits and
supplements or amendments thereto (collectively, “Health Care Authorizations™) issued or required by the appropriate state, federal
or foreign regulatory agencies or bodies necessary to conduct their business as described in the Registration Statement, the General
Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, including, without limitation, all such Health Care Authorizations required by the FDA, the
EMA, the Department of Health and Human Services or any other state, federal or foreign agencies or bodies engaged in the
regulation of medical devices, except as would not, singly or in
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the aggregate, reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect. Neither the Company nor any of its subsidiaries has
received any notice of proceedings relating to the revocation or modification of, or non-compliance with, any such Health Care
Authorization, except where such revocation, modification or non-compliance would not, singly or in the aggregate, reasonably be
expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect.

(xli) Compliance with Health Care Laws. The Company and its subsidiaries are, and have been, in compliance with all
applicable Health Care Laws, and have not engaged in activities which are, as applicable, cause for false claims liability, civil
penalties, or mandatory or permissive exclusion from Medicare, Medicaid, or any other state health care program or federal health
care program, except where such noncompliance, false claims liability or civil penalties would not, singly or in the aggregate,
reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect. For purposes of this Agreement, “Health Care Laws” means all health
care laws applicable to the Company and its subsidiaries, including, but not limited to: the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act,
the Anti-Kickback Statute (42 U.S.C. Section 1320a-7b(b)), the Civil Monetary Penalties Law (42 U.S.C. § 1320a-7a), the Physician
Payment Sunshine Act (42 U.S.C. § 1320a-7h), the Civil False Claims Act (31 U.S.C. Section 3729 et seq.), the criminal False
Claims Law (42 U.S.C. § 1320a-7b(a)), all criminal laws relating to health care fraud and abuse, including but not limited to 18
U.S.C. Sections 286 and 287, and the health care fraud criminal provisions under the U.S. Health Insurance Portability and
Accountability Act of 1996 (“HIPAA”) (42 U.S.C. Section 1320d et seq.), the exclusion laws (42 U.S.C. § 1320a-7), HIPAA, as
amended by the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health Act (42 U.S.C. Section 17921 et seq.), Medicare
(Title XVIII of the Social Security Act), Medicaid (Title XIX of the Social Security Act) and other similar laws in foreign
jurisdictions, and any and all other applicable state and local health care laws and the regulations promulgated pursuant to such laws,
each as amended from time to time. Neither the Company nor any of its subsidiaries have received written notice of any claim,
action, suit, proceeding, hearing, enforcement, investigation, arbitration or other action from any court or arbitrator or governmental
or regulatory authority or third party alleging that any product operation or activity is in material violation of any Health Care Laws,
and, to the Company’s knowledge, no such claim, action, suit, proceeding, hearing, enforcement, investigation, arbitration or other
action is threatened. Neither the Company nor any of its subsidiaries is a party to or has ongoing reporting obligations pursuant to
any corporate integrity agreements, deferred prosecution agreements, monitoring agreements, consent decrees, settlement orders,
plans of correction or similar agreements with or imposed by any governmental or regulatory authority. Additionally, neither the
Company, any of its subsidiaries nor, to the Company’s knowledge, any of their employees, officers or directors has been excluded,
suspended or debarred from participation in any U.S. federal or foreign health care program or human research study or trial or, to
the knowledge of the Company is subject to a governmental inquiry, investigation, proceeding, or other similar action that could
reasonably be expected to result in debarment, suspension, or exclusion.

(xlii)  Health Care Products Manufacturing. The manufacture of the Company’s and its subsidiaries’ products by or on
behalf of the Company and its subsidiaries is being conducted in compliance in all material respects with all applicable Health Care
Laws, including, without limitation, the FDA’s current good manufacturing practice regulations at 21 CFR Part 820, and, to the
extent applicable, the respective counterparts thereof promulgated by governmental authorities in countries outside the United States.
Except as disclosed in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, neither the Company nor any
of its subsidiaries has had any manufacturing site (whether Company-owned, subsidiary-owned or that of a third party manufacturer
for the Company’s or its subsidiaries’ products) subject to a governmental authority (including FDA) shutdown or import or export
prohibition, nor received any FDA or other governmental authority “warning letters,” or “untitled letters” alleging or asserting
material
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noncompliance with any applicable Health Care Laws, requests to make material changes to the Company’s or its subsidiaries’
products, processes or operations, or similar correspondence or notice from the FDA or other governmental authority alleging or
asserting material noncompliance with any applicable Health Care Laws, other than those that have been satisfactorily addressed
and/or closed with the FDA or other governmental authority. To the knowledge of the Company, neither the FDA nor any other
governmental authority is considering such action.

(xliii)  No_Safety Notices. (A) There have been no recalls, field notifications, field corrections, market withdrawals or
replacements, warnings, “dear doctor” letters, investigator notices, safety alerts or other notice of action relating to an alleged lack of
safety, efficacy, or regulatory compliance of the Company’s or its subsidiaries’ products (“Safety Notices”), except as would not,
singly or in the aggregate, reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect, and (B) to the knowledge of the Company,
there are no facts that would be reasonably likely to result in (1) a Safety Notice with respect to the Company’s or its subsidiaries’
products, (2) a material change in labeling of any of the Company’s or its subsidiaries’ products, or (3) a termination or suspension of
marketing or testing of any of the Company’s or its subsidiaries’ products, except, in each of cases (1), (2) or (3) such as would not,
singly or in the aggregate, reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect.

(xliv)  Privacy and Data Protection. The Company and each of its subsidiaries have complied, and are presently in
compliance, with its privacy and security policies and with all obligations under applicable laws and regulations regarding the
collection, use, transfer, storage, protection, disposal or disclosure of personally identifiable information or any other information
collected from or provided by third parties. The Company and its subsidiaries have taken commercially reasonable steps to protect
the information technology assets and data used in connection with the operation of the business of the Company or its subsidiaries,
including the confidentiality of such data. The Company and its subsidiaries have established commercially reasonable disaster
recovery and security plans, procedures and facilities for the business of the Company and its subsidiaries, including, without
limitation, for the information technology assets and data held or used by or for the Company or any of its subsidiaries. There has
been no material security breach or attack or other compromise (including any unauthorized or illegal use or access) of or relating to
any such information technology asset or data, and to the knowledge of the Company, the Company and its subsidiaries are not the
subject to any inquiry or investigation by any Governmental Entity regarding any of the foregoing. Such information technology
assets are adequate and operational for, in accordance with their documentation and functional specifications, the business of the
Company and its subsidiaries as now operated and as currently proposed to be conducted as described in the Registration Statement,
the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus.

(b) Officer’s Certificates. Any certificate signed by any officer of the Company or any of its subsidiaries delivered to the
Representatives or to counsel for the Underwriters shall be deemed a representation and warranty by the Company to each Underwriter as to
the matters covered thereby.

SECTION 2. Sale and Delivery to Underwriters; Closing.

(a) Initial Securities. On the basis of the representations and warranties herein contained and subject to the terms and conditions
herein set forth, the Company agrees to sell to each Underwriter, severally and not jointly, and each Underwriter, severally and not jointly,
agrees to purchase from the Company, at the price per share set forth in Schedule A, that proportion of the number of Initial Securities set
forth in Schedule A opposite the name of such Underwriter, plus any additional number of Initial Securities which such Underwriter may
become obligated to purchase pursuant to the provisions of Section

16



10 hereof, bears to the total number of Initial Securities, subject, in each case, to such adjustments among the Underwriters as BofAS in its
sole discretion shall make to eliminate any sales or purchases of fractional shares.

(b) Option Securities. In addition, on the basis of the representations and warranties herein contained and subject to the terms and
conditions herein set forth, the Company hereby grants an option to the Underwriters, severally and not jointly, to purchase up to an
additional 525,000 shares of Common Stock, at the price per share set forth in Schedule A, less an amount per share equal to any dividends
or distributions declared by the Company and payable on the Initial Securities but not payable on the Option Securities. The option hereby
granted may be exercised for 30 days after the date hereof and may be exercised in whole or in part at any time from time to time upon notice
by the Representatives to the Company setting forth the number of Option Securities as to which the several Underwriters are then exercising
the option and the time and date of payment and delivery for such Option Securities. Any such time and date of delivery (a “Date of
Delivery”) shall be determined by the Representatives, but shall not be later than seven full business days after the exercise of said option,
nor in any event prior to the Closing Time. If the option is exercised as to all or any portion of the Option Securities, each of the
Underwriters, acting severally and not jointly, will purchase that proportion of the total number of Option Securities then being purchased
which the number of Initial Securities set forth in Schedule A opposite the name of such Underwriter bears to the total number of Initial
Securities, subject, in each case, to such adjustments as BofAS in its sole discretion shall make to eliminate any sales or purchases of
fractional shares.

(c) Payment. Payment of the purchase price for, and delivery of certificates or security entitlements for, the Initial Securities shall
be made at the offices of Shearman & Sterling LLP, 599 Lexington Avenue, New York, New York 10022, or at such other place as shall be
agreed upon by the Representatives and the Company, at 9:00 A.M. (New York City time) on the second (third, if the pricing occurs after
4:30 PM. (New York City time) on any given day) business day after the date hereof (unless postponed in accordance with the provisions of
Section 10), or such other time not later than ten business days after such date as shall be agreed upon by the Representatives and the
Company (such time and date of payment and delivery being herein called “Closing Time”).

In addition, in the event that any or all of the Option Securities are purchased by the Underwriters, payment of the purchase price for,
and delivery of certificates or security entitlements for, such Option Securities shall be made at the abovementioned offices, or at such other
place as shall be agreed upon by the Representatives and the Company, on each Date of Delivery as specified in the notice from the
Representatives to the Company.

Payment shall be made to the Company by wire transfer of immediately available funds to a bank account designated by the
Company against delivery to the Representatives for the respective accounts of the Underwriters of certificates or security entitlements for
the Securities to be purchased by them. It is understood that each Underwriter has authorized the Representatives, for its account, to accept
delivery of, receipt for, and make payment of the purchase price for, the Initial Securities and the Option Securities, if any, which it has
agreed to purchase. BofAS, individually and not as representative of the Underwriters, may (but shall not be obligated to) make payment of
the purchase price for the Initial Securities or the Option Securities, if any, to be purchased by any Underwriter whose funds have not been
received by the Closing Time or the relevant Date of Delivery, as the case may be, but such payment shall not relieve such Underwriter from
its obligations hereunder.

SECTION 3. Covenants of the Company. The Company covenants with each Underwriter as follows:

(a) Compliance with Securities Regulations and Commission Requests. The Company, subject to Section 3(b), will comply with the
requirements of Rule 430B, and will promptly notify the
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Representatives, and confirm the notice in writing, (i) when any post-effective amendment to the Registration Statement shall become
effective or any amendment or supplement to the Prospectus shall have been filed, (ii) of the receipt of any comments from the Commission,
(iii) of any request by the Commission for any amendment to the Registration Statement or any amendment or supplement to the Prospectus
including any document incorporated by reference therein or for additional information, (iv) of the issuance by the Commission of any stop
order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment or of any order preventing or suspending
the use of any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus, or of the suspension of the qualification of the Securities for offering or sale in any
jurisdiction, or of the initiation or threatening of any proceedings for any of such purposes or of any examination pursuant to Section 8(d) or
8(e) of the 1933 Act concerning the Registration Statement and (v) if the Company becomes the subject of a proceeding under Section 8A of
the 1933 Act in connection with the offering of the Securities. The Company will effect all filings required under Rule 424(b), in the manner
and within the time period required by Rule 424(b) (without reliance on Rule 424(b)(8)), and will take such steps as it deems necessary to
ascertain promptly whether the form of prospectus transmitted for filing under Rule 424(b) was received for filing by the Commission and, in
the event that it was not, it will promptly file such prospectus. The Company will use its reasonable best efforts to prevent the issuance of any
stop order, prevention or suspension and, if any such order is issued, to obtain the lifting thereof as soon as practicable. The Company shall
pay the required Commission filing fees relating to the Securities within the time required by Rule 456(b)(1)(i) under the 1933 Act
Regulations without regard to the proviso therein and otherwise in accordance with Rules 456(b) and 457(r) under the 1933 Act Regulations
(including, if applicable, by updating the “Calculation of Registration Fee” table in accordance with Rule 456(b)(1)(ii) either in a post-
effective amendment to the Registration Statement or on the cover page of a prospectus filed pursuant to Rule 424(b)).

(b) Continued Compliance with Securities Laws. The Company will comply with the 1933 Act and the 1933 Act Regulations, the
1934 Act and the 1934 Act Regulations so as to permit the completion of the distribution of the Securities as contemplated in this Agreement
and in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus. If at any time when a prospectus relating to the
Securities is (or, but for the exception afforded by Rule 172 of the 1933 Act Regulations (“Rule 172”), would be) required by the 1933 Act to
be delivered in connection with sales of the Securities, any event shall occur or condition shall exist as a result of which it is necessary, in the
opinion of counsel for the Underwriters or for the Company, to (i) amend the Registration Statement in order that the Registration Statement
will not include an untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the
statements therein not misleading, (ii) amend or supplement the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus in order that the General
Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, as the case may be, will not include any untrue statement of a material fact or omit to state a material
fact necessary in order to make the statements therein not misleading in the light of the circumstances existing at the time it is delivered to a
purchaser or (iii) amend the Registration Statement or amend or supplement the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, as the case
may be, in order to comply with the requirements of the 1933 Act or the 1933 Act Regulations, the Company will promptly (A) give the
Representatives notice of such event, (B) prepare any amendment or supplement as may be necessary to correct such statement or omission
or to make the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus comply with such requirements and, a reasonable
amount of time prior to any proposed filing or use, furnish the Representatives with copies of any such amendment or supplement and (C)
file with the Commission any such amendment or supplement; provided that the Company shall not file or use any such amendment or
supplement to which the Representatives or counsel for the Underwriters shall reasonably object. The Company will furnish to the
Underwriters such number of copies of such amendment or supplement as the Underwriters may reasonably request. The Company will give
the Representatives notice of its intention to make any filing pursuant to the 1934 Act and the 1934 Act Regulations from the Applicable
Time to the Closing Time and will furnish the Representatives with copies of any such documents a reasonable amount of time prior to such
proposed filing, as the case
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may be, and will not file or use any such document to which the Representatives or counsel for the Underwriters shall reasonably object.

(c)  Delivery of Registration Statements. The Company has furnished or will deliver to the Representatives and counsel for the
Underwriters, without charge, signed copies of the Registration Statement as originally filed and each amendment thereto (including exhibits
filed therewith) and signed copies of all consents and certificates of experts, and will also deliver to the Representatives, without charge, a
conformed copy of the Registration Statement as originally filed and each amendment thereto (without exhibits) for each of the Underwriters.
The copies of the Registration Statement and each amendment thereto furnished to the Underwriters will be identical to the electronically
transmitted copies thereof filed with the Commission pursuant to EDGAR, except to the extent permitted by Regulation ST.

(d) Delivery of Prospectuses. The Company has delivered to each Underwriter, without charge, as many copies of each preliminary
prospectus as such Underwriter reasonably requested, and the Company hereby consents to the use of such copies for purposes permitted by
the 1933 Act. The Company will furnish to each Underwriter, without charge, during the period when a prospectus relating to the Securities
is (or, but for the exception afforded by Rule 172, would be) required to be delivered under the 1933 Act, such number of copies of the
Prospectus (as amended or supplemented) as such Underwriter may reasonably request. The Prospectus and any amendments or supplements
thereto furnished to the Underwriters will be identical to the electronically transmitted copies thereof filed with the Commission pursuant to
EDGAR, except to the extent permitted by Regulation ST.

(e) Blue Sky Qualifications. The Company will use its reasonable best efforts, in cooperation with the Underwriters, to qualify the
Securities for offering and sale under the applicable securities laws of such states and other jurisdictions (domestic or foreign) as the
Representatives may designate and to maintain such qualifications in effect so long as required to complete the distribution of the Securities;
provided, however, that the Company shall not be obligated to file any general consent to service of process or to qualify as a foreign
corporation or as a dealer in securities in any jurisdiction in which it is not so qualified or to subject itself to taxation in respect of doing
business in any jurisdiction in which it is not otherwise so subject.

(f)  Rule 158. The Company will timely file such reports pursuant to the 1934 Act as are necessary in order to make generally
available to its securityholders as soon as practicable an earnings statement for the purposes of, and to provide to the Underwriters the
benefits contemplated by, the last paragraph of Section 11(a) of the 1933 Act.

(8) Use of Proceeds. The Company will use the net proceeds received by it from the sale of the Securities in the manner specified
in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus under “Use of Proceeds.”

(h) Listing. The Company will use its reasonable best efforts to effect and maintain the listing of the Common Stock (including the
Securities) on the Nasdaq Global Select Market.

(i) Restriction on Sale of Securities. During a period of 60 days from the date of the Prospectus, the Company will not, without the
prior written consent of BofAS, (i) directly or indirectly, offer, pledge, sell, contract to sell, sell any option or contract to purchase, purchase
any option or contract to sell, grant any option, right or warrant to purchase or otherwise transfer or dispose of any shares of Common Stock
or any securities convertible into or exercisable or exchangeable for Common Stock or file any registration statement or make a confidential
submission under the 1933 Act with respect to any of the foregoing or (ii) enter into any swap or any other agreement or any transaction that
transfers, in whole or in part, directly or indirectly, the economic consequence of ownership of the Common Stock, whether any
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such swap or transaction described in clause (i) or (i) above is to be settled by delivery of Common Stock or other securities, in cash or
otherwise. The foregoing sentence shall not apply to (A) the Securities to be sold hereunder, (B) any shares of Common Stock issued by the
Company upon the exercise of an option or warrant or the conversion of a security outstanding on the date hereof and referred to in the
Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, (C) any shares of Common Stock issued or options to purchase
Common Stock granted pursuant to existing employee benefit plans of the Company referred to in the Registration Statement, the General
Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, (D) any shares of Common Stock issued pursuant to any non-employee director stock plan or
dividend reinvestment plan referred to in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus, (E) the filing of a
registration statement on Form S-8 or any successor form thereto with respect to the registration of securities to be offered under any
employee benefit or equity incentive plans of the Company referred to in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package and the
Prospectus, or (F) the issuance of shares of Common Stock, restricted stock awards or securities convertible into or exercisable or
exchangeable for shares of Common Stock in connection with commercial relationships or other strategic transactions, provided that the
aggregate number of shares of Common Stock, restricted stock awards and shares of Common Stock issuable upon the conversion, exercise
or exchange of securities (on an as converted or as exercised basis, as the case may be) issued pursuant to this clause (F) shall not exceed 2%
of the total number of shares of Common Stock issued and outstanding immediately following the issuance and sale of the Securities at the
Closing Time pursuant hereto.

(G)  Reporting Requirements. The Company, during the period when a Prospectus relating to the Securities is (or, but for the
exception afforded by Rule 172, would be) required to be delivered under the 1933 Act, will file all documents required to be filed with the
Commission pursuant to the 1934 Act within the time periods required by the 1934 Act and 1934 Act Regulations.

(k) Issuer Free Writing Prospectuses. The Company agrees that, unless it obtains the prior written consent of the Representatives, it
will not make any offer relating to the Securities that would constitute an Issuer Free Writing Prospectus or that would otherwise constitute a
“free writing prospectus,” or a portion thereof, required to be filed by the Company with the Commission or retained by the Company under
Rule 433; provided that the Representatives will be deemed to have consented to the Issuer Free Writing Prospectuses listed on Schedule C-2
hereto and any “road show that is a written communication” within the meaning of Rule 433(d)(8)(i) that has been reviewed by the
Representatives. The Company represents that it has treated or agrees that it will treat each such free writing prospectus consented to, or
deemed consented to, by the Representatives as an “issuer free writing prospectus,” as defined in Rule 433, and that it has complied and will
comply with the applicable requirements of Rule 433 with respect thereto, including timely filing with the Commission where required,
legending and record keeping. If at any time following issuance of an Issuer Free Writing Prospectus there occurred or occurs an event or
development as a result of which such Issuer Free Writing Prospectus conflicted or would conflict with the information contained in the
Registration Statement, any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus or included or would include an untrue statement of a material fact or
omitted or would omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances existing at
that subsequent time, not misleading, the Company will promptly notify the Representatives and will promptly amend or supplement, at its
own expense, such Issuer Free Writing Prospectus to eliminate or correct such conflict, untrue statement or omission.

(1) Testing-the-Waters Materials. If at any time following the distribution of any Written Testing-the-Waters Communication there
occurred or occurs an event or development as a result of which such Written Testing-the-Waters Communication included or would include
an untrue statement of a material fact or omitted or would omit to state a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in
the light of the circumstances existing at that subsequent time, not misleading, the Company will
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promptly notify the Representatives and will promptly amend or supplement, at its own expense, such Written Testing-the-Waters
Communication to eliminate or correct such untrue statement or omission.

SECTION 4. Payment of Expenses.

(@) Expenses. The Company will pay or cause to be paid all expenses incident to the performance of its obligations under this
Agreement, including (i) the preparation, printing and filing of the Registration Statement (including financial statements and exhibits) as
originally filed and each amendment thereto, (ii) the preparation, printing and delivery to the Underwriters of copies of each preliminary
prospectus, each Issuer Free Writing Prospectus and the Prospectus and any amendments or supplements thereto and any costs associated
with electronic delivery of any of the foregoing by the Underwriters to investors, (iii) the preparation, issuance and delivery of the certificates
or security entitlements for the Securities to the Underwriters, including any stock or other transfer taxes and any stamp or other duties
payable upon the sale, issuance or delivery of the Securities to the Underwriters, (iv) the fees and disbursements of the Company’s counsel,
accountants and other advisors, (v) subject to the limitation set forth in clause (viii) below, the qualification of the Securities under securities
laws in accordance with the provisions of Section 3(e) hereof, including filing fees and the reasonable fees and disbursements of counsel for
the Underwriters in connection therewith and in connection with the preparation of the Blue Sky Survey and any supplement thereto, (vi) the
fees and expenses of any transfer agent or registrar for the Securities, (vii) the costs and expenses of the Company relating to investor
presentations on any “road show” undertaken in connection with the marketing of the Securities, including without limitation, expenses
associated with the production of road show slides and graphics, fees and expenses of any consultants engaged by the Company in
connection with the road show presentations, travel and lodging expenses of the representatives and officers of the Company and any such
consultants (it being understood that the Underwriters will pay or cause to be paid the travel and lodging expenses of their representatives),
and 50% of the cost of any aircraft and other transportation chartered in connection with the road show, with the remaining 50% of the cost of
such aircraft being paid by the Underwriters, provided that the Company and the Company and the Representatives agree in advance to the
charter of any aircraft, (viii) the filing fees incident to, and the reasonable fees and disbursements of counsel to the Underwriters in
connection with, the review by FINRA of the terms of the sale of the Securities; provided that the amount payable by the Company pursuant
to this clause (viii) when taken together with amounts payable pursuant to clause (v) shall not exceed $20,000 in the aggregate, (ix) the fees
and expenses incurred in connection with the listing of the Securities on the Nasdaq Global Select Market and (x) the costs and expenses
(including, without limitation, any damages or other amounts payable in connection with legal or contractual liability) associated with the
reforming of any contracts for sale of the Securities made by the Underwriters caused by a breach of the representation contained in the third
sentence of Section 1(a)(ii).

(b)  Termination of Agreement. If this Agreement is terminated by the Representatives in accordance with the provisions of
Section 5, Section 9(a)(i) or (iii), or Section 10 hereof, the Company shall reimburse the Underwriters for all of their reasonable and
documented outofpocket expenses, including the reasonable and documented fees and disbursements of counsel for the Underwriters;
provided that if this Agreement is terminated by the Representatives pursuant to Section 10 hereof, the Company will have no obligation to
reimburse any defaulting Underwriter.

SECTION 5. Conditions of Underwriters’ Obligations. The obligations of the several Underwriters hereunder are subject to the accuracy of
the representations and warranties of the Company contained herein or in certificates of any officer of the Company delivered pursuant to the
provisions hereof, to the performance by the Company of its covenants and other obligations hereunder, and to the following further
conditions:
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(a)  Effectiveness of Registration Statement. The Registration Statement has become effective and, at the Closing Time, no stop
order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement or any post-effective amendment thereto has been issued under the 1933
Act, no order preventing or suspending the use of any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus has been issued and no proceedings for any of
those purposes have been instituted or are pending or, to the Company’s knowledge, contemplated; and the Company has complied with each
request (if any) from the Commission for additional information. The Company shall have paid the required Commission filing fees relating
to the Securities within the time period required by Rule 456(b)(1)(i) under the 1933 Act Regulations without regard to the proviso therein
and otherwise in accordance with Rules 456(b) and 457(r) under the 1933 Act Regulations and, if applicable, shall have updated the
“Calculation of Registration Fee” table in accordance with Rule 456(b)(1)(ii) either in a post-effective amendment to the Registration
Statement or on the cover page of a prospectus filed pursuant to Rule 424(b).

(b) Opinions of Counsel for Company. At the Closing Time, the Representatives shall have received:

(i) the opinion and negative assurance letter, dated the Closing Time, of K&L Gates LLP, counsel for the Company, in form
and substance reasonably satisfactory to counsel for the Underwriters; and

(ii) the opinion, dated the Closing Time, of Kilpatrick Townsend & Stockton LLP, intellectual property counsel for the
Company, in form and substance satisfactory to counsel for the Underwriters.

(c) Opinion of Counsel for Underwriters. At the Closing Time, the Representatives shall have received the favorable opinion and
negative assurance letter, dated the Closing Time, of Shearman & Sterling LLP, counsel for the Underwriters, together with signed or
reproduced copies of such letter for each of the other Underwriters, in form and substance satisfactory to the Underwriters.

(d) Officers’ Certificate. At the Closing Time, there shall not have been, since the date hereof or since the respective dates as of
which information is given in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus, any material adverse change in
the condition, financial or otherwise, or in the earnings, business affairs or business prospects of the Company and its subsidiaries considered
as one enterprise, whether or not arising in the ordinary course of business, and the Representatives shall have received a certificate of the
Chief Executive Officer or the President of the Company and of the chief financial or chief accounting officer of the Company, dated the
Closing Time, to the effect that (i) there has been no such material adverse change, (ii) the representations and warranties of the Company in
this Agreement are true and correct with the same force and effect as though expressly made at and as of the Closing Time, (iii) the Company
has complied with all agreements and satisfied all conditions on its part to be performed or satisfied at or prior to the Closing Time, and
(iv) no stop order suspending the effectiveness of the Registration Statement under the 1933 Act has been issued, no order preventing or
suspending the use of any preliminary prospectus or the Prospectus has been issued and no proceedings for any of those purposes have been
instituted or are pending or, to their knowledge, contemplated.

(e) Accountant’s Comfort Letter. At the time of the execution of this Agreement, the Representatives shall have received from BDO
USA, LLP a letter, dated such date, in form and substance satisfactory to the Representatives, together with signed or reproduced copies of
such letter for each of the other Underwriters containing statements and information of the type ordinarily included in accountants’ “comfort
letters” to underwriters with respect to the financial statements and certain financial information contained in the Registration Statement, the
General Disclosure Package and the Prospectus.
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(f) Bring-down Comfort Letter. At the Closing Time, the Representatives shall have received from BDO USA, LLP a letter, dated
as of the Closing Time, to the effect that they reaffirm the statements made in the letter furnished pursuant to subsection (e) of this Section,
except that the specified date referred to shall be a date not more than three business days prior to the Closing Time.

(g) Approval of Listing. At the Closing Time, the Securities shall have been approved for listing on the Nasdaq Global Select
Market, subject only to official notice of issuance.

(h) No Objection. FINRA has confirmed that it has not raised any objection with respect to the fairness and reasonableness of the
underwriting terms and arrangements relating to the offering of the Securities.

(1) Lock-up Agreements. At the date of this Agreement, the Representatives shall have received an agreement substantially in the
form of Exhibit A hereto signed by the persons listed on Schedule D hereto.

(j) Conditions to Purchase of Option Securities. In the event that the Underwriters exercise their option provided in Section 2(b)
hereof to purchase all or any portion of the Option Securities, the representations and warranties of the Company contained herein and the
statements in any certificates furnished by the Company and any of its subsidiaries hereunder shall be true and correct as of each Date of
Delivery and, at the relevant Date of Delivery, the Representatives shall have received:

(i) Officers’ Certificate. A certificate, dated such Date of Delivery, of the Chief Executive Officer or the President of the
Company and of the chief financial or chief accounting officer of the Company confirming that the certificate delivered at the
Closing Time pursuant to Section 5(d) hereof remains true and correct as of such Date of Delivery.

(ii) Opinion of Counsel for Company. If requested by the Representatives, (A) the opinion and negative assurance letter of
K&L Gates LLP, counsel for the Company, and (B) the favorable opinion of Kilpatrick Townsend & Stockton LLP, intellectual
property counsel for the Company, each in form and substance satisfactory to counsel for the Underwriters, dated such Date of
Delivery, relating to the Option Securities to be purchased on such Date of Delivery and otherwise to the same effect as the opinions
required by Section 5(b) hereof.

(iii) Opinion of Counsel for Underwriters. If requested by the Representatives, the favorable opinion and negative
assurance letter of Shearman & Sterling LLP, counsel for the Underwriters, dated such Date of Delivery, relating to the Option
Securities to be purchased on such Date of Delivery and otherwise to the same effect as the opinion required by Section 5(c) hereof.

(v) Bring-down Comfort Letter. If requested by the Representatives, a letter from BDO USA, LLP, in form and substance
satisfactory to the Representatives and dated such Date of Delivery, substantially in the same form and substance as the letter
furnished to the Representatives pursuant to Section 5(f) hereof, except that the “specified date” in the letter furnished pursuant to
this paragraph shall be a date not more than three business days prior to such Date of Delivery.

(k) Additional Documents. At the Closing Time and at each Date of Delivery (if any) counsel for the Underwriters shall have been
furnished with such documents and certificates as they may reasonably require for the purpose of enabling them to pass upon the issuance
and sale of the Securities as herein contemplated, or in order to evidence the accuracy of any of the representations or warranties, or the
fulfillment of any of the conditions, herein contained; and all proceedings taken by the Company in
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connection with the issuance and sale of the Securities as herein contemplated shall be reasonably satisfactory in form and substance to the
Representatives and counsel for the Underwriters.

(1) Termination of Agreement. If any condition specified in this Section shall not have been fulfilled when and as required to be
fulfilled, this Agreement, or, in the case of any condition to the purchase of Option Securities on a Date of Delivery which is after the Closing
Time, the obligations of the several Underwriters to purchase the relevant Option Securities, may be terminated by the Representatives by
notice to the Company at any time at or prior to Closing Time or such Date of Delivery, as the case may be, and such termination shall be
without liability of any party to any other party except as provided in Section 4 and except that Sections 1, 6, 7, 8, 15, 16 and 17 shall survive
any such termination and remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 6. Indemnification.

(@) Indemnification of Underwriters by the Company. The Company agrees to indemnify and hold harmless each Underwriter, its
affiliates (as such term is defined in Rule 501(b) under the 1933 Act (each, an “Affiliate”)), its selling agents and each person, if any, who
controls any Underwriter within the meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act or Section 20 of the 1934 Act as follows:

(i) against any and all loss, liability, claim, damage and expense whatsoever, as incurred, arising out of any untrue
statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact contained in the Registration Statement (or any amendment thereto),
including any information deemed to be a part thereof pursuant to Rule 430B, or the omission or alleged omission therefrom of a
material fact required to be stated therein or necessary to make the statements therein not misleading or arising out of any untrue
statement or alleged untrue statement of a material fact included (A) in any preliminary prospectus, any Issuer Free Writing
Prospectus, any Written Testing-the-Waters Communication, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus (or any amendment
or supplement thereto), or (B) in any materials or information provided to investors by, or with the approval of, the Company in
connection with the marketing of the offering of the Securities (“Marketing Materials”), including any roadshow or investor
presentations made to investors by the Company (whether in person or electronically), or the omission or alleged omission in any
preliminary prospectus, Issuer Free Writing Prospectus, any Written Testing-the-Waters Communication, Prospectus or in any
Marketing Materials of a material fact necessary in order to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under
which they were made, not misleading;

(ii) against any and all loss, liability, claim, damage and expense whatsoever, as incurred, to the extent of the aggregate
amount paid in settlement of any litigation, or any investigation or proceeding by any governmental agency or body, commenced or
threatened, or of any claim whatsoever based upon any such untrue statement or omission, or any such alleged untrue statement or
omission; provided that (subject to Section 6(e) below) any such settlement is effected with the written consent of the Company; and

(iii) against any and all expense whatsoever, as incurred (including the fees and disbursements of counsel chosen by the
Representatives), reasonably incurred in investigating, preparing or defending against any litigation, or any investigation or
proceeding by any governmental agency or body, commenced or threatened, or any claim whatsoever based upon any such untrue
statement or omission, or any such alleged untrue statement or omission, to the extent that any such expense is not paid under (i) or
(ii) above;
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provided, however, that this indemnity agreement shall not apply to any loss, liability, claim, damage or expense to the extent arising out of
any untrue statement or omission or alleged untrue statement or omission made in the Registration Statement (or any amendment thereto),
including information deemed to be a part thereof pursuant to Rule 430B, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus (or any
amendment or supplement thereto) in reliance upon and in conformity with the Underwriter Information.

(b) [Reserved.]

(c) Indemnification of Company, Directors and Officers. Each Underwriter, severally and not jointly, agrees to indemnify and hold
harmless the Company, its directors, each of its officers who signed the Registration Statement, and each person, if any, who controls the
Company within the meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act or Section 20 of the 1934 Act against any and all loss, liability, claim, damage
and expense described in the indemnity contained in subsection (a) of this Section, as incurred, but only with respect to untrue statements or
omissions, or alleged untrue statements or omissions, made in the Registration Statement (or any amendment thereto), including information
deemed to be a part thereof pursuant to Rule 430B, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus (or any amendment or supplement
thereto) in reliance upon and in conformity with the Underwriter Information.

(d) Actions against Parties; Notification. Each indemnified party shall give notice as promptly as reasonably practicable to each
indemnifying party of any action commenced against it in respect of which indemnity may be sought hereunder, but failure to so notify an
indemnifying party shall not relieve such indemnifying party from any liability hereunder to the extent it is not materially prejudiced (through
the forfeiture of substantive rights or defenses) as a result thereof and in any event shall not relieve it from any liability which it may have
otherwise than on account of this indemnity agreement. In the case of parties indemnified pursuant to Section 6(a) above, counsel to the
indemnified parties shall be selected by the Representatives, and, in the case of parties indemnified pursuant to Section 6(c) above, counsel to
the indemnified parties shall be selected by the Company. An indemnifying party may participate at its own expense in the defense of any
such action; provided, however, that counsel to the indemnifying party shall not (except with the consent of the indemnified party) also be
counsel to the indemnified party. In no event shall the indemnifying parties be liable for fees and expenses of more than one counsel (in
addition to any local counsel) separate from their own counsel for all indemnified parties in connection with any one action or separate but
similar or related actions in the same jurisdiction arising out of the same general allegations or circumstances. No indemnifying party shall,
without the prior written consent of the indemnified parties, settle or compromise or consent to the entry of any judgment with respect to any
litigation, or any investigation or proceeding by any governmental agency or body, commenced or threatened, or any claim whatsoever in
respect of which indemnification or contribution could be sought under this Section 6 or Section 7 hereof (whether or not the indemnified
parties are actual or potential parties thereto), unless such settlement, compromise or consent (i) includes an unconditional release of each
indemnified party from all liability arising out of such litigation, investigation, proceeding or claim and (ii) does not include a statement as to
or an admission of fault, culpability or a failure to act by or on behalf of any indemnified party.

(e) Settlement without Consent if Failure to Reimburse. If at any time an indemnified party shall have requested an indemnifying
party to reimburse the indemnified party for fees and expenses of counsel, such indemnifying party agrees that it shall be liable for any
settlement of the nature contemplated by Section 6(a)(ii) effected without its written consent if (i) such settlement is entered into more than
45 days after receipt by such indemnifying party of the aforesaid request, (ii) such indemnifying party shall have received notice of the terms
of such settlement at least 30 days prior to such settlement being entered into and (iii) such indemnifying party shall not have reimbursed
such indemnified party in accordance with such request prior to the date of such settlement.
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SECTION 7. Contribution. If the indemnification provided for in Section 6 hereof is for any reason unavailable to or insufficient to hold
harmless an indemnified party in respect of any losses, liabilities, claims, damages or expenses referred to therein, then each indemnifying
party shall contribute to the aggregate amount of such losses, liabilities, claims, damages and expenses incurred by such indemnified party, as
incurred, (i) in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect the relative benefits received by the Company, on the one hand, and the
Underwriters, on the other hand, from the offering of the Securities pursuant to this Agreement or (ii) if the allocation provided by clause (i)
is not permitted by applicable law, in such proportion as is appropriate to reflect not only the relative benefits referred to in clause (i) above
but also the relative fault of the Company, on the one hand, and of the Underwriters, on the other hand, in connection with the statements or
omissions, which resulted in such losses, liabilities, claims, damages or expenses, as well as any other relevant equitable considerations.

The relative benefits received by the Company, on the one hand, and the Underwriters, on the other hand, in connection with the
offering of the Securities pursuant to this Agreement shall be deemed to be in the same respective proportions as the total net proceeds from
the offering of the Securities pursuant to this Agreement (before deducting expenses) received by the Company, on the one hand, and the
total underwriting discount received by the Underwriters, on the other hand, in each case as set forth on the cover of the Prospectus, bear to
the aggregate public offering price of the Securities as set forth on the cover of the Prospectus.

The relative fault of the Company, on the one hand, and the Underwriters, on the other hand, shall be determined by reference to,
among other things, whether any such untrue or alleged untrue statement of a material fact or omission or alleged omission to state a material
fact relates to information supplied by the Company or by the Underwriters and the parties’ relative intent, knowledge, access to information
and opportunity to correct or prevent such statement or omission.

The Company and the Underwriters agree that it would not be just and equitable if contribution pursuant to this Section 7 were
determined by pro rata allocation (even if the Underwriters were treated as one entity for such purpose) or by any other method of allocation
which does not take account of the equitable considerations referred to above in this Section 7. The aggregate amount of losses, liabilities,
claims, damages and expenses incurred by an indemnified party and referred to above in this Section 7 shall be deemed to include any legal
or other expenses reasonably incurred by such indemnified party in investigating, preparing or defending against any litigation, or any
investigation or proceeding by any governmental agency or body, commenced or threatened, or any claim whatsoever based upon any such
untrue or alleged untrue statement or omission or alleged omission.

Notwithstanding the provisions of this Section 7, no Underwriter shall be required to contribute any amount in excess of the
underwriting commissions received by such Underwriter in connection with the Securities underwritten by it and distributed to the public.

No person guilty of fraudulent misrepresentation (within the meaning of Section 11(f) of the 1933 Act) shall be entitled to
contribution from any person who was not guilty of such fraudulent misrepresentation.

For purposes of this Section 7, each person, if any, who controls an Underwriter within the meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act or
Section 20 of the 1934 Act and each Underwriter’s Affiliates and selling agents shall have the same rights to contribution as such
Underwriter, and each director of the Company, each officer of the Company who signed the Registration Statement, and each person, if any,
who controls the Company within the meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act or Section 20 of the 1934 Act shall have the same rights to
contribution as the Company. The Underwriters’ respective obligations to contribute
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pursuant to this Section 7 are several in proportion to the number of Initial Securities set forth opposite their respective names in Schedule A
hereto and not joint.

SECTION 8. Representations, Warranties and Agreements to Survive. All representations, warranties and agreements contained in this
Agreement or in certificates of officers of the Company or any of its subsidiaries submitted pursuant hereto, shall remain operative and in full
force and effect regardless of (i) any investigation made by or on behalf of any Underwriter or its Affiliates or selling agents, any person
controlling any Underwriter, its officers or directors or any person controlling the Company and (ii) delivery of and payment for the
Securities.

SECTION 9. Termination of Agreement.

(a)  Termination. The Representatives may terminate this Agreement, by notice to the Company, at any time at or prior to the
Closing Time or any Date of Delivery (i) if there has been, in the judgment of the Representatives, since the time of execution of this
Agreement or since the respective dates as of which information is given in the Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package or
the Prospectus, any material adverse change in the condition, financial or otherwise, or in the earnings, business affairs or business prospects
of the Company and its subsidiaries considered as one enterprise, whether or not arising in the ordinary course of business, or (ii) if there has
occurred any material adverse change in the financial markets in the United States or the international financial markets, any outbreak of
hostilities or escalation thereof or other calamity or crisis or any change or development involving a prospective change in national or
international political, financial or economic conditions, in each case the effect of which is such as to make it, in the judgment of the
Representatives, impracticable or inadvisable to proceed with the completion of the offering or to enforce contracts for the sale of the
Securities, or (iii) if trading in any securities of the Company has been suspended or materially limited by the Commission or the Nasdaq
Global Select Market, or (iv) if trading generally on the NYSE MKT or the New York Stock Exchange or in the Nasdaq Global Select
Market has been suspended or materially limited, or minimum or maximum prices for trading have been fixed, or maximum ranges for prices
have been required, by any of said exchanges or by order of the Commission, FINRA or any other governmental authority, or (v) a material
disruption has occurred in commercial banking or securities settlement or clearance services in the United States or with respect to
Clearstream or Euroclear systems in Europe, or (vi) if a banking moratorium has been declared by either Federal or New York authorities.

(b) Liabilities. If this Agreement is terminated pursuant to this Section, such termination shall be without liability of any party to
any other party except as provided in Section 4 hereof, and provided further that Sections 1, 6, 7, 8, 15, 16 and 17 shall survive such
termination and remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 10. Default by One or More of the Underwriters. If one or more of the Underwriters shall fail at the Closing Time or a Date of
Delivery to purchase the Securities which it or they are obligated to purchase under this Agreement (the “Defaulted Securities”), the
Representatives shall have the right, within 24 hours thereafter, to make arrangements for one or more of the nondefaulting Underwriters, or
any other underwriters, to purchase all, but not less than all, of the Defaulted Securities in such amounts as may be agreed upon and upon the
terms herein set forth; if, however, the Representatives shall not have completed such arrangements within such 24hour period, then:

(a) if the number of Defaulted Securities does not exceed 10% of the number of Securities to be purchased on such date, each of the
nondefaulting Underwriters shall be obligated, severally and not jointly, to purchase the full amount thereof in the proportions that their
respective underwriting obligations hereunder bear to the underwriting obligations of all nondefaulting Underwriters, or
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(b) if the number of Defaulted Securities exceeds 10% of the number of Securities to be purchased on such date, this Agreement or,
with respect to any Date of Delivery which occurs after the Closing Time, the obligation of the Underwriters to purchase, and the Company
to sell, the Option Securities to be purchased and sold on such Date of Delivery shall terminate without liability on the part of any
nondefaulting Underwriter.

No action taken pursuant to this Section shall relieve any defaulting Underwriter from liability in respect of its default.

In the event of any such default which does not result in a termination of this Agreement or, in the case of a Date of Delivery which
is after the Closing Time, which does not result in a termination of the obligation of the Underwriters to purchase and the Company to sell the
relevant Option Securities, as the case may be, either the (i) Representatives or (ii) the Company shall have the right to postpone Closing
Time or the relevant Date of Delivery, as the case may be, for a period not exceeding seven days in order to effect any required changes in the
Registration Statement, the General Disclosure Package or the Prospectus or in any other documents or arrangements. As used herein, the
term “Underwriter” includes any person substituted for an Underwriter under this Section 10.

SECTION 11. Notices. All notices and other communications hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given if
mailed or transmitted by any standard form of telecommunication. Notices to the Underwriters shall be directed to (i) BofAS at One Bryant
Park, New York, New York 10036, attention of Syndicate Department (facsimile: (646) 855-3073), with a copy to ECM Legal (facsimile:

LLP at 599 Lexington Avenue, New York, NY 10022, attention of Ilir Mujalovic. Notices to the Company shall be directed to it at Axonics,
Inc., 26 Technology Drive, Irvine, CA 92618, attention of Aaron Pettit, General Counsel and Chief Compliance Officer; with a copy to K&L
Gates LLP at 1 Park Plaza, Twelfth Floor, Irvine, CA 92614, attention of Michael A. Hedge.

SECTION 12. No Advisory or Fiduciary Relationship. The Company acknowledges and agrees that (a) the purchase and sale of the
Securities pursuant to this Agreement, including the determination of the public offering price of the Securities and any related discounts and
commissions, is an arm’s-length commercial transaction between the Company, on the one hand, and the several Underwriters, on the other
hand, and does not constitute a recommendation, investment advice, or solicitation of any action by the Undewriters, (b) in connection with
the offering of the Securities and the process leading thereto, each Underwriter is and has been acting solely as a principal and is not the
agent or fiduciary of the Company, any of its subsidiaries, or its stockholders, creditors, employees or any other party, (c) no Underwriter has
assumed or will assume an advisory or fiduciary responsibility in favor of the Company with respect to the offering of the Securities or the
process leading thereto (irrespective of whether such Underwriter has advised or is currently advising the Company or any of its subsidiaries
on other matters) and no Underwriter has any obligation to the Company with respect to the offering of the Securities except the obligations
expressly set forth in this Agreement, (d) the Underwriters and their respective affiliates may be engaged in a broad range of transactions that
involve interests that differ from those of each of the Company and (e) the Underwriters have not provided any legal, accounting, regulatory,
investment or tax advice with respect to the offering of the Securities and the Company has consulted its own respective legal, accounting,
financial, regulatory and tax advisors to the extent it deemed appropriate, and (f) none of the activities of the Underwriters in connection with
the transactions contemplated herein constitutes a recommendation, investment advice or solicitation of any action by the Underwriters with
respect to any entity or natural person.
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SECTION 13. Recognition of the U.S. Special Resolution Regimes.

(@) In the event that any Underwriter that is a Covered Entity becomes subject to a proceeding under a U.S. Special Resolution
Regime, the transfer from such Underwriter of this Agreement, and any interest and obligation in or under this Agreement, will be effective
to the same extent as the transfer would be effective under the U.S. Special Resolution Regime if this Agreement, and any such interest and
obligation, were governed by the laws of the United States or a state of the United States.

(b) In the event that any Underwriter that is a Covered Entity or a BHC Act Affiliate of such Underwriter becomes subject to a
proceeding under a U.S. Special Resolution Regime, Default Rights under this Agreement that may be exercised against such Underwriter
are permitted to be exercised to no greater extent than such Default Rights could be exercised under the U.S. Special Resolution Regime if
this Agreement were governed by the laws of the United States or a state of the United States.

For purposes of this Section 13, a “BHC Act Affiliate” has the meaning assigned to the term “affiliate” in, and shall be interpreted in
accordance with, 12 U.S.C. § 1841(k).
